Flex days have been built into the calendar to allow those students who require accelerated individualized instruction to attend school for the full 180 school days. Those students who have passed their state level exams will be excused from attendance for up to an additional ten (10) days to allow staff to devote time to intensive remediation for those students who demonstrate need.

Students will be excused if the following criteria are met:

1. Students in grades 4-12 may excuse 6 days as identified on the calendar between February 1 and April 5 if they have passed all parts of the previous year’s state assessment, have been successful on district assessments, and are not in violation of the required 90% mandatory attendance rule.

2. Students in grades PK-12 may excuse 4 days as identified on the calendar the last week of school if they have passed all parts of the current year’s state assessment exams (STARR or EOC for grades 3-12) or district level assessments (grades PK-2) and are not in violation of the required 90% mandatory attendance rule.
